Matthew 

  

6:10 – “…your kingdom come, your will be done, on earth as in heaven.” 

  

7:21 - “Not everyone who says to me, ‘Lord, Lord,’ will enter the kingdom of heaven, but only the 

one who does the will of my Father in heaven.” 

  

Mt. 10:29 – “Are not two sparrows sold for a small coin? Yet not one of them falls to the ground 

without your Father’s knowledge.” 

  

Mt. 12:50 – “For whoever does the will of my heavenly Father is my brother, and sister, and 

mother.” 

  

Mt. 18:12 &14 - “If a man has a hundred sheep and one of them goes astray, will he not leave the 

ninety-nine in the hills and go in search of the stray...it is not the will of your heavenly Father that 

one of these little ones be lost.” 

  

Mt. 26:39 – “He advanced a little and fell prostrate in prayer, saying, “My Father, if it is possible, 

let this cup pass from me; yet, not as I will, but as you will.” 

  

Mt. 26:42 - “My Father, if it is not possible that this cup pass without my drinking it, your will be 

done!”

Mk. 3:35 – “[For] whoever does the will of God is my brother and sister and mother.” 

Mk. 14:36 - “Abba, Father,* all things are possible to you. Take this cup away from me, but not 

what I will but what you will.” 

  

Luke 

  

Lk. 2:49 – “And he said to them, “Why were you looking for me? Did you not know that I must 

be in my Father’s house?” 

  

Lk. 22:42 - “Father, if you are willing, take this cup away from me; still, not my will but yours be 

done.” 

  

John 

  

4:34 - Jesus said to them, “My food is to do the will of the one who sent me and to finish his work. 

  

5:30 - “I cannot do anything on my own; I judge as I hear, and my judgment is just, because I do 

not seek my own will but the will of the one who sent me.”
